Group coaching for colleagues on parental leave
Fully-funded for state school teachers in in X thanks to Y
Colleagues currently on a period of maternity, adoption or shared parental leave can enjoy a fully-funded place on the Spring cohort of The MTPT Project's group coaching programme.  This three-month programme takes place online in small groups of 8-15 participants, and explores themes of change, identity, confidence and plans for the future.

Targeted Sharing

20% of sign-ups to our Return to Work workshops heard about the opportunity thanks to direct communication from a school leader, colleague or HR lead.

As employers, it is part of your legal obligation to colleagues falling under the protected characteristic of pregnancy and maternity to ensure they are not excluded from training, development or progression opportunities.

For this reason, it is entirely acceptable to share our Return to Work workshops and Parental Leave group coaching programmes with colleagues once via the contact details they have asked you to use whilst they are on leave.

More than one share during this time could be perceived as putting pressure on colleagues, or bothering them during their leave.

One of the following timings are therefore recommended:

· Return to Work workshops – up to a half term before the colleague is due to return to work / during a KIT or SPLIT day / before they take their leave as part of their third trimester meeting

· Parental Leave group coaching programme – before they take their leave as part of their third trimester meeting / when they have been on leave for two months or longer 


Other Sharing Opportunities

Individual social media channels account for very few of the sign ups to our Return to Work workshops (18% across all three platforms (Instagram, Facebook and Twitter).  However, 70% of sign-ups to our Parental Leave group coaching programme come from social media, often after 1:1 conversations with The MTPT Project via DMs.
